In June we got to explore our Space topic by making aliens in the Seagoe outdoor area and then had an amazing trip to the Armagh Planetarium to find out lots of information. 


Primary 3/4
In Primary 3 and 3/4 we had a fantastic day at Oxford Island on 21st April. We experienced pond dipping and bird watching which was so much fun! The experts led further workshops to help teach the children about various minibeasts and local wildlife. The classes engaged in lots of art activities linked to nature throughout each Shared Education session. 
Primary 1 and P1/2
In Primary 1 and P1/2 we have enjoyed meeting and forming friendships. When visiting each other’s schools, the children discussed how they are all special and unique and explored how they have grown and changed since they were babies. In June, the children also enjoyed a visit to Tannaghmore Farm where they got to renew their friendships as they walked round the farm, played in the park and played a variety of games.
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In our first session, Primary 7 discussed what issues and possible scenarios they may face as they move to secondary school. Primary 4 and 4/5

We enjoyed a fantastic opportunity receiving expert coaching from the IFA, Ulster GAA and Ulster Rugby.
